Racine Eight Ball Singles 

League Rules

2010/2011
GENERAL
1. BCA rules will be followed except as noted.

2. The league will be open to men and women of legal drinking age.

3. Sponsor fee of $60.00 due by the second night of pool.

4. Sanction fee of $5.00 per man due the first night of play, team captains are responsible to make sure sanction fees and sponsor fees are collected and turned in.  Sanction fee applies to all players (including every sub).
5. Players must have 8 weeks of play to be eligible for year end tournament

6. Subs may only play for one team.  There is no limit to the number of subs a team can have. You cannot use a new sub the last 3 weeks of the year
7. Team Captains are responsible to attend league meetings, to complete, verify, and 

     sign score sheets, and to collect $6.00 in dues from each of their players for a total

     of $30.00 turned in every week.

8. Results and money must be turned in at Joey’s on Taylor by 11:00pm the night of pool. It is the responsibility of the visiting team to drop off the envelopes at Joey’s. The visiting team is responsible for the envelopes and the amount in the envelopes if combined.
9. All table runs must be circled on the score sheet.
10. Table runs count only on a players first turn at the table.  The breaker or the opponents first turn.
11. Tournament location and bracket draw will be decided at a Captains meeting in                   Janurary.
PLAY

1. The first team on the schedule is the home team.

2. All matches will begin at 7:30pm. No grace period  unless agreed upon by opposing captain. There is a 60 second shot clock. The player will be warned and the second offense will result in ball in hand for the opponent.
3. Captains shall enter their respective line ups, complete names please, and then exchange with the other team.  Once the line ups are exchanged, the order cannot be changed.

4. Each team must have a minimum of 4 players present to start a match. In the event a team does not have 4 players by 7:30pm a forfeit will occur.  The winning team will receive one win for the night and the points awarded will be their handicap. The team present will be responsible for dropping off their money and score sheets.  The forfeiting team must bring their league fees up to date the following week.

5. If a team will only have 4 players the handicap will be calculated on the 4 players present and the 4 players the opponent chooses to play. The team with 5 players present will receive 12 points added to their score.  Please note on the score sheet that a player was absent.  

6. If the fifth player is said to be on the way and has not shown up by the start of his/her game in the first round, the opposing team will receive 4 points for that round. If the player does not show up by his scheduled turn in the second round he will forfeit the remaining matches and the opposing team will receive 4 points for each match.  Please note on the score sheet that a player was absent.
7. It is the team captain’s responsibility to contact the secretary (prior to the start of play) in the event that a “new player” to the league is going to sub for the first time and he/she is known to have a high average.  (If the team captain doesn’t and the sub (he/she) is considered a list player by the committee, then the other team will automatically be given the “12” forfeit points, and any adjustment in the team average.  
8. A new handicap system will be in place for the season including the tournament.   Teams with an average of 44 and higher will have their average adjusted per the handicap schedule.
9. Visiting team breaks the first round, home team the second.  The break for the first four games of the third round shall alternate based on a coin flip. The home team will flip and the visitors will call. (break 1&3 or 2&4).  Another coin flip will decide the break for the 5th game. (in lieu of BCA rule 3.1) 

10. If the eight is made on the break both players will share in the cost of  bringing it back up.

11. With the approval of the opposing captain a player may play his/her three games consecutively but will give up the break in the third game. 

12. Using the eight ball as the first ball in a combination is only allowed on an open

      table and is a legal shot. (change to BCA rule 3.4)

13. When a ball, other than the object ball is inadvertently moved by the cue or shooter the opponent has the option of returning the ball to the approximate spot or leaving it as is.  If the shooter returns the ball without the opponent’s approval a foul shall be called.

14. Fouls: Only players playing the game and the captains are allowed to call fouls.  Either player may ask both captains to watch a shot and make a judgement.

1. Failure to contact one of your balls first. Failure to contact the eight ball when it is the object ball.  

2. Scratching of the cue ball

3. Failure to pocket the called object ball or contact a rail with the cue ball or any other ball after the cue ball contacts any object ball.

4. Failure to drive a ball frozen to a rail to another rail if no other ball contacts a rail after cue ball contacts the frozen ball.

5. Accidentally bumping a ball in.  Incoming player has the option of having the ball spotted.

6. When a foul occurs, the player at fault will be responsible for paying for balls to be brought back up if necessary. 

7. All infractions must be called before another shot is taken, or else it will be deemed that no infraction occurred.   

15. Coaching.  There is no coaching allowed during a player’s turn at the table.  Coaching is a foul and opponent gets ball in hand.  Any questions on rules should be directed to the opposing team captain.  If the opposing team captain gives false information this is considered a foul.  Indicating that a player has ball in hand is not coaching.  

16. Scoring.  Player gets 2 points for pocketing the eight ball plus 1 point for each of the opponent’s balls remaining on the table. (max. 9 points per game)

17. Team standings are based on wins and loses.  In case of a tie, total points won will

determine a teams position in the standings.  If total points are also a tie a playoff will be held. The playoff will be conducted like a regular league night.  

18. A players Master Average is based on a cumulative 2009 &2010 season scores and is used to calculate handicap. 

19. New players will enter league with a 6 average male 4 average female for the first night.

      16. No match can be won on a foul.  If a player fouls on a match winning shot the balls    will be re-racked and the game played over.  On a re-rack the players cannot win more points than were available when the incident causing the re-rack occurred. 

            Example:

Player “A” has 3 balls on the table and player “B” has 5 balls on the table when the incident causing the re-rack occurred. If player “B” then runs the re-rack he will only get 5 points for the match (3 + 2 for the eight).  Conversely, player  “A” can only win 7 points if he should run the re-rack.

17. Shooting of opponents balls   If The groups have been determined and the player mistakenly shoots and pockets a ball of his opponent, the opponent must call a foul before he takes his next shot. If he fails to do so, the shooting player automatically takes over that group of balls.
Remember good sportsmanship demands that fouls be called immediately

MISCELLANEOUS

1. The home tavern will buy a courtesy drink for both teams if the match is played.

2.  All games are played for a drink of the winning players choice.  Losing player pays for the drink to a maximum of $2.75.  The winning player will pay the difference if any.  The league encourages all bars to limit drink price to $2.75 during league play.

TOURNAMENT

1. All teams will automatically be entered in the year end tournament.  There will be no additional fees for the tournament.

2. The year end tournament will be double elimination 

3. The tournament will be played according to the rules of the Racine Singles Eight Ball league.

4. No player is allowed to play his/her three games consecutively.

5. Captains will toss a coin to determine which team will break the first round.

6. The location of the tournament will be decided by the rules committee.

7. Any team found using players not eligible for the tournament will forfeit their match.

8. There will be no grace period.
9. All tournament matches will be played as a regular season match.

10. Year end averages will be used to calculate handicap for entire tournament.

11. Players must have 8 weeks of play to be eligible for the tournament.
